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2026-2027 Admission to Secondary One
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1. Our school offers 160 seats for Secondary One, divided into 4 classes.
These include 90 "Discretionary Places” (DP), 10 "Central Allocation” (CA) places and 60 "School
Reserved Places".
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. Applications Instructions:

For the 2026-2027 academic year, applicants should either:

a. Submit the “Second One Discretionary Places” application from January 2, 2026 to January
16, 2026;

b. Fill in the "Choice of Schools Form" from the Education Bureau in April 2026, listing Pui Kiu
Middle School as your first choice or

c. Apply for our school’s “School Reserved Places” in mid-June 2026.
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Notes on Application for 2026-2027 Secondary One Discretionary Places
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1. According to the Education Bureau’s Secondary School Places Allocation System, each Primary
6 student may apply to not more than two participating secondary schools. Otherwise, his/her
discretionary place applications will be rendered void.
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2. Application Period: January 2 (Friday) to January 16 (Friday), 2026
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3. Application Process Details: You may download the application form from our school’s website
starting from January 2 (Friday) to January 16 (Friday), 2026. Once you have filled out the form,

you have to submit the form printout along with the following necessary documents to the school
office in person. (Recommendation letters from the primary school principals are not required.)
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* Application Form for “Secondary One Discretionary Places" issued by the Education Bureau;

* A copy of the Identification Document;

« Copies of Report Cards from the 15t and 2" terms in Primary 5 and the 15t term in Primary 6 (if
available);

* Copies of Awards and Certificates you have earned, both from school-related activities and other
recognized bodies over the past two years (provide as many as possible);

» One Recent Photo;
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4. Submission of Application:

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b. Secondary School Places Allocation (SSPA) e-Platform

In line with the Government’s iAM Smart+ strategy, the Education Bureau has fully implemented
digitalization of Secondary One admission. Parents may access the “SSPA e-Platform” starting
from early December 2025. For enquiries related to the activation code required for account
creation, please contact your child’s attending primary school (applicable to participating students)
or the School Places Allocation Section of the Education Bureau (applicable to non-participating
students).
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5. Interviews: Student interviews for all the applicants of the Secondary One Discretionary Places
will take place on March 7, 2026 (Saturday). Specific times for the interviews will be notified
individually. Parents may be interviewed as well. Details of the parent interviews will be announced
later.
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6. Admission Criteria and Weighting: The final score for admission is based on a combination of
academic grades (50%) and interview performance (50%).
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7. Notification of Results: The Education Bureau will inform successful applicants of their
Discretionary Places allocation via phone and letter on March 31, 2026 (Tuesday). All results will
be released by the Education Bureau on July 7, 2026 (Tuesday) and disseminated through their
attending primary schools.
