R: How did you learn English and overcome difficulties?

S: | studied lots of grammar books and did lots of exercises as well. |
didn’t read a lot of novels, though.

| did a lot of exercises and listened to the radio to try to improve my
listening skills. | also watched programs on Pearl. To begin with, | loved
watching programs for kids because the English was much easier.
When | was a student, | listened to some tapes. At that time, | remem-
bered | always listened to a cassette with a book called ‘Follow Me .
This is a very good  book for beginners learning English. The tape
would talk about some very common pronunciation problems and
common phrases used in spoken English.

R: What kinds of difficulties did you come across?

S: The first difficulty | met when | was young was pronunciation. As I’'m not a native
speaker, | spent lots of time trying to imitate the accent of native speakers. | also learned
phonetics. Whenever | came across difficult words, | would look them up in the diction-
ary and read the phonetic symbols to make sure that my pronunciation was correct. The
second one was grammar. Since | studied lots of grammar books, they were very tradi-
tional and | couldn't get slang or common colloquial expressions from them easily. That's
why | needed to read magazines and studied the dialogues among native speakers to
memorize the phrases. Well... | think colloquial expressions were the most difficult for
me because | couldn't learn them from my teachers or any grammar books.

Sanny has very natural pronunciation; however, she does not have any friends who are
native speakers. She drilled and strived to make her accent natural, which sets a good
example to students.

b " R: Many students learn English by watching English movies and listening
to English songs. Well, do you think these relaxing methods can help
students learn English more effectively?

S: Sure. Why not? Listening to music or watching English movies, first
of all, can help improve your listening skills and increase your scope of

" vocabulary. You can also learn some slang or spoken English from
the songs and movies. However, apart from these two, | still believe g/’ﬂ
that you need to study grammar books. That means only watching
movies and so on is inadequate. As an English learner who is study-
